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     The South Richmond Club as a unit is engaged in a community service activity which fills a need in the area and is returning a high degree of satisfaction to the membership.  This service consists of the purchase and equipment of a station wagon for use as a mobile unit in the treatment of patients suffering from rheumatoid and arthritic diseases, under the direction of the local Chapter of the Arthritis and Rheumatism Foundation.
     Individually, members of the club have held positions of responsibility in nearly all area-wide fields of the Salvation Army and the Y.M.C.A.   Each Christmas season the club has manned a Street Corner Kettle for the Salvation Army, and the local Y.M.C.A. branch has received assistance financially, and also in the form of manpower from the Club.  A spokesman from the local Y.M.C.A. branch has stated that its establishment was due, in a large measure, to the work of the South Richmond Club.  Summer camps for boys operated by the Salvation Army and the local branch of the Y.M.C.A. have both received financial assistance from the club.

     The initial meeting place of the club burned to the ground in 1954, and with it went the club’s equipment, including a prized portrait of Paul Harris, Rotary’s founder.  However, like the Phoenix of mythology, the brass bell was resurrected from the ruins and is still used to summon the faithful.  
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
